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Asexual Reproduction Activity

Reproduction is the process in which living things produce new

individuals of the same type. Asexual reproduction is the reproduction of

offspring by one parent. The offspring are genetically identical to the

parent. Sexual reproduction is the reproduction of offspring by two

parents. The offspring are more diverse and are not genetically identical to

the parents.

Binary fission is the simplest method of reproduction. In binary

fission, a parent cell splits in half and produces two new cells. Examples of

binary fission are bacteria, paramecium, and blue green algae.

Paramecium

Vegetative propagation makes a new organism from parts of an old
organism. You can grow new potatoes from the "eyes" of old potatoes. The

potato itself is an underground stem or tuber that stores food. Onion and

garlic grow new stems from bulbs at the top of the stem. Strawberries and

grasses grow runners that can sprout shoots and roots to produce new

plants. Other examples are raspberries, ivy, and pineapples.
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
